2.1 Purpose of the district.

The purpose of this district is to provide for:

1. low-density single-family detached residential development together with
2. those public and semi-public uses and accessory uses as may be necessary or are normally compatible with residential

surroundings.

3. Certain special care facilities and certain governmental, educational, recreational and utility uses are permitted by special use
permit subject to such restrictions and requirements as will ensure compatibility with residential surroundings.

An alternative to the basic area and dimensional regulations of this district may be employed to permit cluster development with the
objective of improved use of the land and more economical provision of streets and utilities in accordance with article 6, section 5.

Limited to a maximum of 4 guest rooms, Bed and Breakfasts have the
lowest impact of any lodging use allowed by the zoning ordinance and
generally have a residential character, but they remain a SUP to ensure
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compatibility with the surrounding area. May be an accessory use to
Dwelling, single family detached and therefore supported by Purpose #2.
A policy of the comprehensive plan is to “encourage and support transit
systems and facilities to reduce energy, protect the environment, and
maintain Town character and quality of life” (pg.
