Detour signs will be in place during paving operations. The work is only expected to last one
day.

Local residents are asked to be aware of work zones, drive with caution, watch for turning or
stopping vehicles including construction equipment, and to be alert for changes in traffic patterns
in areas where the paving is being performed.
